Freedom House, a
nongovernmental organization that surveys governance, cited a lack of government transparency, endemic official
corruption, and the lack of judicial independence as key reasons why Ukraine was deemed only “partly free.” Since the
invasion and a wartime crackdown on civil liberties, Ukraine has arguably become even less free. Can Kyiv turn this around?
Yes, but probably not until after the war ends and then contingent upon a broader consensus across Ukrainian society.”

"..it is misleading to say that NATO enlargement after the Cold War and Ukraine's potential NATO membership threatened
Russia’s security at its “doorstep,” and that Russia was therefore compelled to “counterattack” by invading Ukraine. There is
no evidence that NATO, a defensive alliance, sought war with Russia."
